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Resumo: Em um cendrio de expansdo democratica da América Latina, os olhares se voltam para
iniciativas que impulsionam o aprimoramento da democracia. No eixo da participagdo surgem projetos
para aproximar os cidaddos da esfera publica, entre os quais aqueles relacionados ao uso da Internet
nas praticas democraticas em parlamentos. Esta pesquisa examina uma das dimensdes dos mecanismos
digitais de interagdo e participacdo politica oferecidas por parlamentos para a sociedade, a gestdo da
informac¢do. Primeiramente, mapeamos as formas de participacdo politica empregadas nos portais
legislativos da América Latina, com o objetivo de conhecer as informagGes que cercam as iniciativas e
contextualizar o estudo de caso da Camara dos Deputados do Brasil. Em seguida, procuramos entender
como a Camara dos Deputados do Brasil realiza a coleta, a organizacdo, a distribuicdo, o
armazenamento e o uso da informagdo concernente aos mecanismos de interacdo e participagdo
politica, de carater multilateral, empregados em seu Portal. Concluimos que os parlamentos latino-
americanos colocam a disposicdao da sociedade dezenas de canais digitais de interagao e participacao,
como uma tendéncia irreversivel das democracias modernas, mas a gestdao da informagdo inerente as
experiéncias ainda é um desafio a ser alcangado.
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Abstract: In a scenario of democratic expansion in Latin América, special attention is given to initiatives
that stimulate the perfection of democracy. In the participation axis, some projects arise to bring
citizens closer to the public sphere. Among them are those related to the use of Internet in democratic
practices in parliaments. This study focuses on information management, one of the dimensions of
digital mechanisms for interaction and political participation offered by parliaments to society. First, the
types of political participation used in Latin American legislative websites were mapped in order to know
the kind of information that encompasses each initiative and to better place the case study of the
Brazilian Chamber of Deputies. Then, the research observed how the Brazilian Chamber of Deputies
carries out the collection, organization, distribution, storage and use of information as far as multilateral
mechanisms of interaction and political participation applied on its website are concerned. The study
concluded that, following an irreversible trend of modern democracies, Latin American parliaments
offer dozens of digital channels for social interaction and participation. However, information
management is a challenge that still needs to be addressed.
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
