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Resumo: A pesquisa apresenta uma abordagem histérica sobre o ensino de Biblioteconomia no Brasil.
Foram utilizados os métodos de analise documental e entrevista com professores da drea que atuam
em S3o Paulo, Rio de Janeiro, Santa Catarina, Bahia e Distrito Federal, com o objetivo de levantar os
fatos historicos da criagcdo e do desenvolvimento do ensino de Biblioteconomia. As entrevistas foram
analisadas por meio de anadlise de conteldo, com sete varidveis: evolugdo curricular, disciplinas,
tecnologia, automacgdo de bibliotecas, estudos de usuarios, formagdo do bibliotecario e tendéncias
para a area. A pesquisa destaca ainda a influéncia do IBICT, FEBAB, ABEBD e ABECIN nas conquistas da
Biblioteconomia Brasileira. De acordo com os entrevistados e com a analise documental, verificou-se
qgue o ensino inicialmente era voltado para as questdes humanisticas (Escola do Rio de Janeiro) e
depois para as questdes técnicas (Escola de Sdo Paulo). A padronizagdo dos curriculos minimos foi
realizada nas décadas de 1960 e 1980. Em 2001 foram estabelecidas, por meio de parecer do Conselho
Nacional de Educagdo, as diretrizes curriculares e, a partir dessas diretrizes as escolas de
Biblioteconomia, por todo pais, adquiriram mais flexibilidade e autonomia para estabelecer seus
projetos pedagogicos.
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Abstract: The research presents a historical approach on the teaching of librarianship in Brazil. The
method of documentary analysis was used interviews with professors the librarianship in Sao Paulo,
Rio de Janeiro, Santa Catarina, Bahia and Brasilia with in order to show the historical facts of creation
and development of the course. The interviews were analyzed using content analysis with seven
variables: curriculum development, technology, library automation, user studies, formation of
librarians and trends for the area. The research also highlights the influence of IBICT, FEBAB, ABEBD
and ABECIN in development of the Brazilian Librarianship. According to the respondents and document
analysis, it was found that teaching initially was focused on the humanistic issues (School of Rio de
Janeiro) and then to technical issues (School of Sdo Paulo). The standardization of the minimum
curriculum was conducted in the 1960s and 1980s. In 2001, it was established, through the advice of
the National Education Guidelines, curriculum guidelines for schools of librarianship throughout the
country. The schools had more flexibility and autonomy to establish their pedagogical projects.
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
